How the PEPartnership works

All of the PEPartnership agencies provide products for personal and household hygiene.  You’re invited to use any of the PEPartnership agencies (check each agency’s website for full eligibility requirements, if any). Products are distributed based on household composition and product lifespan across all PEPartnership agencies.

Each time you shop at a PEPartnership agency, you will receive a shopping list of all available products that your family is eligible to request at that visit.

You then check off the items from the list that your family currently needs, and volunteers will fill your order for you.

That means you can shop at any or all of the PEPartnership agencies to get the products you need, without having to re- register and answer the same set of questions each time.

Over time, we hope to have PEPartnership agencies across Madison and into greater Dane County, and greatly expanded products available at all agencies. For the most current in-stock information, please check our website at www.essentialspantry.org under the Products tab.
